It’s Our Water! Ice Breaker Suggestions
Webbing Activities:

Form a circle.  The leader stands in the center with a ball of string.  Ask everyone to picture a life form (plant or animal) that lives within the watershed, or along a riparian area.  Ask someone to name their chosen life form and give them the sting’s end.  People should shout out their life form names, and as they do, take the string to that person to hold onto. Soon, everyone is webbed together into a miniature ecosystem.

Globe Toss/Sand and Surf:

Form a circle. Chose someone in the circle and toss the globe to them.  Ask them to:

1. Determine if their left thumb is on sand (land) or surf (water).

2. Introduce themselves.

3. Tell a brief water story.

4. Then throw the ball to another (Keep track of who was “sand” and “surf”.  It should be a 3:1 proportion in favor of “surf”.  This replicates the total amount on ocean compared to land on Earth.

Water Drop:   

Copy the water drops following the Ice Breaker section onto construction paper.  Cut each drop down the center in a zigzag line.  Each drop will be slightly different in shape and cut.  Mix up the drop halves and pass one half to each individual in the room.  Their mission is to find their “other half”.
